A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO PURCHASE “LOOSE EQUIPMENT” TO STANDARDIZE WITH REQUIRED ADVANCED MEDICAL LIFE SUPPORT, VEHICLE EXTRICATION, I.S.O. AND N.F.P.A. EQUIPMENT ON A 2010 PIERCE VELOCITY PUC (PUMP UNDER CAB) 75’ AERIAL LADDER VEHICLE IN THE AMOUNT OF $157,830.62 FROM TEN-8 FIRE EQUIPMENT, INC. UNDER THE LAKE COUNTY, FLORIDA, CONTRACT NO. CT070811G5, WITHOUT COMPETITIVE BIDDING AND WITHOUT ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Charter of the City of Dania Beach, Part III, Article 3, Section 4, Subsection (j), authorizes the City Manager to purchase supplies, services, equipment and materials for the City government in amounts in excess of $25,000.00 without competitive bidding and without advertisement for bids if he is authorized to do so in advance by a resolution adopted by the City Commission, and if such purchases are made pursuant to a competitive bid obtained within the last eighteen (18) months by other governmental agencies such as the federal government, State of Florida or a Florida county or municipality; and

WHEREAS, the City Manager has determined that it is necessary to purchase “loose equipment” providing equipment to deliver advanced medical life support, vehicle extrication services, and to meet standard requirements for I.S.O. and N.F.P.A on a 2010 Pierce Velocity PUC 75’ Aerial Ladder Vehicle; and 
WHEREAS, the City Manager has determined that such purchase can be made at the least cost to the City from Ten-8 Fire Equipment, Inc. in the amount of $157,830.62 under the Lake County, Florida, Contract No. CT070811G5.  A copy of the contract is attached to this Resolution as Exhibit “A” and is made a part of it by this reference;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1.
That the City Manager is authorized to pay an amount not to exceed the sum of $157,830.62 to Ten-8 Fire Equipment, Inc., 2904 59th Avenue Drive East, Bradenton, Florida 34203, for the purchase of “loose equipment” to outfit a 2010 Pierce Velocity PUC 75’ Aerial Ladder Vehicle.  
Section 2.
That funding for this equipment purchase was planned and is authorized in the current year Capital Projects Account #301-2201-522-6430 in an amount of $218,759.00 (resulting in a savings of $60,928.38 from original budget plans).

Section 3.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 4.
That this Resolution shall be in full force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
