RESOLUTION NO. 2011-026
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, OPPOSING PROPOSED SENATE BILL 1296, RELATING TO ENTERPRISE ZONES; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, proposed Florida Senate Bill 1296 would advance the expiration date of the Florida Enterprise Zone Act from its current expiration date of December 2015 to a proposed expiration date of July 31, 2011; and

WHEREAS, the Enterprise Zone Program, as administered by the Governor’s Office of Tourism, Trade and Economic Development (OTTED), plays an important role in the development and redevelopment planning in the City of Dania Beach by providing the opportunity for job creation; and

WHEREAS, a significant portion of the City of Dania Beach has been designated as an Enterprise Zone;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1.
That the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach opposes proposed Florida Senate Bill 1296.
Section 2.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.


Section 3.
That this Resolution shall be in full force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
