A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING AN IDENTITY THEFT PREVENTION PROGRAM IN CONNECTION WITH PUBLIC UTILITIES ACCOUNTS OF THE CITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in order to comply with the Federal Trade Commission’s “Red Flag Rule” (Part 681 of Title 16 of the Code of Federal Regulations implementing Sections 114 and 35 of the Fair and Accurate Credit Transactions Act of 2007), the City must establish an Identity Theft Program designed to detect, prevent and mitigate identity theft in connection with the opening of a covered utility account or an existing covered utility account; and


WHEREAS, the attached Program was developed to comply with the federal Rule; 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA THAT:


Section 1.
The attached City of Dania Beach Public Utilities Identity Theft Prevention Program, incorporated into this Resolution by this reference, is approved by the City Commission on behalf of the City of Dania Beach, Florida.


Section 2.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 3.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
