RESOLUTION NO. 2011-094
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN BROWARD COUNTY AND THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH PROVIDING FOR FUNDING FOR THE DREDGING OF THE DANIA CUT-OFF CANAL; AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE FIRST AMENDMENT; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, on March 23, 2010 the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach, Florida (the “City Commission”) approved Resolution No. 2010-044 authorizing an Agreement between the City and Broward County (the “County”) to provide for shared funding of the match cost for the dredging of the Dania Cut-off Canal (the “Project”) through a Florida Inland Navigation District (“FIND”) project and in conjunction with a FIND grant; and  


WHEREAS, the City and the County entered such Agreement on May 18, 2010 which Agreement is due to expire on September 30, 2011; and  


WHEREAS, FIND is not scheduled to complete the Project within the original term of the Agreement; and 


WHEREAS, the City and the County desire to extend the term of the Agreement an additional year to accommodate the completion of the Project, at no additional cost to the City.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:


Section 1.
That the above recitals are true and correct and are incorporated by reference.

Section 2.
That the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach expresses its intent to enter into the First Amendment to the Agreement between the City of Dania Beach and Broward County providing for the funding for the dredging of the Dania Cut-off Canal (the “First Amendment”), a copy of which is attached as Exhibit “A,” together with such non-material changes as may be acceptable to the City Manager and approved as to form and legality by the City Attorney.

Section 3.
That the City Manager is authorized to execute the First Amendment on behalf of the City, to execute any required agreements and/or documents to implement the terms and conditions of the First Amendment and to execute any extensions and/or amendments to the Agreement, subject to the approval as to form and legality by the City Attorney.

Section 4.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 5.
That this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
