The City of Dania Beach was awarded grant funds for a crime prevention grant through the Department of Justice’s, Justice Assistant Grant (JAG).  The award amount is $22,176.00 which is determined by the Federal Government and formula driven based upon the City’s population.    Broward Sheriff’s Office acts as the lead agency and will perform the reporting requirements on behalf of the City, as such takes a 7.23% administrative charge from the grant.
The City of Dania Beach and BSO have used JAG funding to support crime prevention for the City’s youth.  The 2011 JAG application (attached)  focuses on the same, support for youth summer camps and the  personnel costs to assist in supervision and prevention activities.
