The City of Dania Beach will utilize its allocation from the 2011 Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) in the amount of $26,971.00 to staff crime prevention programs targeting juveniles.  The monies allocated will be used to pay overtime to personnel from the Broward Sheriff’s Office for the following programs:
Part 1:

With a large and increasing juvenile population, the City of Dania Beach benefits by providing wholesome summer activity alternatives.  Summer programs run by the Broward Sheriff’s Office designed to directly benefit juveniles living in the City of Dania Beach provide such alternatives.  In addition to supervision and recreational activities, juvenile participants receive supplemental education that focuses on succeeding in the Florida Comprehensive Assessment Testing (FCAT) program, nutritional education and training, as well as crime, drug and gang prevention and resistance training.  The City of Dania Beach will utilize approximately $5,971.00 of the 2011 JAG funds for overtime for sheriff’s deputies to provide supervision and prevention education activities for the summer GREAT program.

Part 2:

The City of Dania Beach will a portion of the grant funds ($11,000.00) to provide deputy sheriff staffing for juvenile crime prevention efforts.  These efforts, in the form of community-based services, will address community concerns about juvenile crime in Dania Beach neighborhoods.  Staffing for this program will be accomplished through overtime expenditure and will dovetail with the (aforementioned) summer program.  Personnel assigned to these efforts will monitor at-risk juveniles and steer them toward existing services provided by both the City of Dania Beach and the Broward Sheriff’s Office.  Efforts will have the goals of proactive crime prevention and community policing enhancement.  Grant funding will be utilized to provide for these activities:

· Focused juvenile-oriented bicycle patrols in Dania Beach neighborhoods with large juvenile populations.

· Personnel assigned will monitor juveniles on house arrest, probation, and other forms of pre-trial supervision to ensure they are complying with the provisions of their release.

· Training will be provided to ensure personnel assigned to this aspect of the program will be well versed in monitoring juveniles on pre-trial release.
Together, these aspects of the juvenile crime prevention plan will work to divert juveniles from at-risk behaviors and will have the additional benefit of increasing citizen perception of safety in Dania Beach neighborhoods.
Part 3:
To address juvenile crime in through the year, a portion of the grant funds ($10,000) will be used to support the City’s afterschool program tutoring program.  The Time-for-Kids Program engages juveniles from the release of school at 2:00 PM to 6:00 PM on school days and from 8:00 AM to 6:00 PM on non school days. Time-for-Kids not only focuses on educational achievement, but includes social awareness, physical fitness and mentoring.  The Drop-Out Prevention and Character Education component uses the Mendez Foundation’s Too Good for Drugs program.  
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
