Mayor Flury presented Vice-Mayor Grace with a Certificate of Completion for eighteen hours of instruction at the Institute for Elected Municipal Officials (IEMO) on October 14-16, 2011.
4. Proclamations
There were no proclamations at this meeting.

5. Citizen Comments
Chickie Brandimarte, 101 SE 3rd Avenue, President of the Dania Beach Seniors, commended Kristen Jones, Director of Parks and Recreation, for her actions involving an incident with an older resident.
Fay Bartelmes, 214 SW 2nd Terrace, commended and thanked Kristen Jones, Director of Parks and Recreation, for her years of service to the community.
Ernest Saunders, 326 Phippen Road, Motivation Serenity House, wants an opportunity for the Commission to see what they are about and not send police officers to their facility.  He asked the Commission to look into their business and give them an opportunity to grow and make a difference in people’s lives.  
Vice-Mayor Grace asked Mr. Saunders for clarification of the type of business they run.

Michael McSwain, 1476 S. Dixie Highway, noted he is the DJ and motivator at Motivation Serenity House.
Commissioner Castro suggested they coordinate a meeting through the City Manager’s office to discuss this matter.
Russ Kodner, Kodner Galleries, expressed his concern with a palm tree that was planted in front of his business on 6 S. Federal Highway.  He asked if the tree could be relocated to another area because it blocks his sign and his loading area.  

Commissioner Castro noted if we move this palm tree, we will not move any others.  
Vice-Mayor Grace noted this would set a precedent and we should not move the tree.  
Commissioner McElyea favored moving the tree.

Jeremy Earle, CRA Executive Director, noted the cost to relocate the tree is $7,500.00.
Mayor Flury noted she is fine with moving it provided Mr. Kodner pays for the cost to relocate the tree.

Mr. Kodner clarified that the tree was planted on a Sunday, when his business was closed and he addressed the issue with Director Earle the next day.

Betty Sokol, 609 NW 10th Street, questioned the wall in Melaleuca Gardens.  She added this was approved eight months ago and nothing has happened.  
City Manager Baldwin noted the City is willing to pay for the painting, but it is a Broward County wall.  
Mayor Flury asked staff to get three quotes in a week and have the wall painted.
Patrick Phipps, 266 SW 5th Street, commended Vice-Mayor Grace for the 14 homes she has painted for the residents of Dania Beach.  He noted that the 10th annual Thanksgiving Feast of the Dania Beach Heights Civic Association was very well attended.  
Kelvin Daise, 110 NW 14th Avenue, addressed a problem he had with BSO Fire Rescue and Hollywood Fire Rescue.  He noted the Hollywood Fire officers took him to Memorial Regional Hospital using a long route and they should be trained to know the streets.

Public Safety Reports
Charles Raiken, Deputy Fire Chief of Administration, BSO Fire Rescue, reported CPR and AED re-certification training was provided for the Beach personnel.  He advised that staff is working on a grant for AED’s.  Deputy Fire Chief Raiken provided some safety tips for residents to keep in mind during the holiday season.  Lastly, he explained the problem with the route for Mr. Daise.  Deputy Fire Chief Raiken believed that the patient care was not compromised because BSO Fire Rescue had already stabilized Mr. Daise when the Hollywood Rescue transported him to the hospital.  He noted that staff made sure the crews are trained so this will not happen again.
Donn Peterson, BSO Chief of Police, reported that Deputy Rich Tarrant is retiring on December 2, 2011 after more than 30 years of service.
