RESOLUTION NO. 2011-150
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO PURCHASE BULK HIGH-CALCIUM QUICKLIME FROM CARMEUSE LIME, INC., IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $80,000.00 IN FISCAL YEAR 2011-2012, UNDER THE CARMEUSE PROPOSAL FROM THE CITY OF TAMARAC RESOLUTION NO. R-2011-86; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the Charter of the City of Dania Beach, Part III, Article 3, Section 4, Subsection (j), authorizes the City Manager to purchase supplies, services, equipment and materials for the City government in amounts in excess of $25,000.00 without competitive bidding and without advertisement for bids if he is authorized to do so in advance by a resolution adopted by the City Commission and if such purchases are made pursuant to a competitive bid obtained within the last eighteen (18) months by other governmental agencies such as the federal government, State of Florida or a Florida county or municipality; and  
WHEREAS, the City Manager has determined that it is necessary to purchase bulk high-calcium quicklime for City uses; and
WHEREAS, the City Manager has determined that such bulk high-calcium quicklime can be purchased at the least cost to the City from Carmeuse Lime, Inc. under pricing and terms reflected in the City of Tamarac purchase Resolution No. R-2011-86;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:
Section 1.
That the proposal from Carmeuse Lime, Inc., which is attached as Exhibit “A”, for the purchase by the City of bulk high-calcium quicklime in an amount not to exceed $80,000.00 in Fiscal Year 2011-2012, pursuant to the Carmeuse proposal to the City of Tamarac pursuant to its Resolution No. R-2011-86 which is effective from November 01, 2011 to October 31, 2014 is approved.

Section 2.
That funding for this purchase was planned and is available in the Water Fund – Chemicals Account #401-33-03-533-52-40. 
Section 3.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.
Section 4.
That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
