RESOLUTION NO. 2011-153
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE PROPER CITY OFFICIALS TO EXECUTE A FLORIDA FISH AND WILDLIFE CONSERVATION COMMISSION GRANT AGREEMENT IN THE AMOUNT OF $181,293.00 FOR PHASE I OF THE DANIA BEACH MARINA REHABILITATION PROJECT; PROVIDING FOR APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS INCLUDING REQUIRED CITY MATCHING FUNDS OF $288,250.00 AVAILABLE GENERAL FUND CONTINGENCY AND OTHER APPROVED CITY GRANTS; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Dania Beach is engaged in the design and permitting of the Dania Beach municipal marina; and 

WHEREAS, the City applied for Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission grant funding for phase I of the Dania Beach Marina Rehabilitation Project to supplement costs originally appropriated from General Fund Unassigned Fund Balance in April, 2011 pursuant to Resolution #2011-035; 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1.
That the proper City officials are authorized to execute a grant agreement with the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission to fund the Dania Beach Marina Renovation Project, a copy of which Agreement is incorporated into and made a part of this Resolution by this reference and it is attached as Exhibit “A”.


Section 2.
That the City Commission approves and directs a total appropriation of $469,543.00 for Phase I of the Dania Beach Marina Rehabilitation Project from a balance comprised of this Wildlife Conservation grant of $181,293.00 combined with $288,250.00 in required grant matching funds: 

Grant Match:

a.) from grant awards as follows 

$96,000.00 Florida Inland Navigation District, 

$96,250.00 Broward Boating Improvement, and





b.) Capital Project Fund – Marina Improvements:  $96,000.00


Section 3.
That the appropriation of funds from General Fund Unassigned balance from Resolution No. 2011-035 in April, 2011 shall be canceled and funding appropriations returned to the General Fund Unassigned balance.
Section 4.
That the City Manager and City Attorney are authorized to make minor revisions to the Agreement which are deemed necessary and proper and in the best interests of the City.

Section 5.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.


Section 6.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
