
ORDINANCE NO. 2012-005
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, REZONING PROPERTIES LOCATED IN THE COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AREA (CRA) AS SHOWN ON MAP 1 AND LEGALLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT A; REZONING PROPERTIES IN AREA “A” FROM C-3 (COMMERCIAL) AND C-4 (COMMERCIAL) TO MA (MARINE); REZONING PROPERTIES IN AREA “C” FROM C-2 (COMMERCIAL), C-4 (COMMERCIAL), I-R (INDUSTRIAL REGULAR), AND NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL) TO CC (CITY CENTER), AND FROM C-2 (COMMERCIAL) AND NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL) TO NBHD-MU (NEIGHBORHOOD MIXED USE) AND FROM NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL) AND OS (OPEN SPACE) TO C-2 (COMMERCIAL); REZONING PROPERTIES IN AREA “D” FROM C-2 COMMERCIAL AND NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL) TO EDBB-MU (EAST DANIA BEACH BOULEVARD MIXED USE) AND FROM NBHD-RES* (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL IRREGULAR) AND NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL) TO CC (CITY CENTER); REZONING PROPERTIES IN AREA “E” FROM C-3 (COMMERCIAL) AND NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL) TO SFED-MU (SOUTH FEDERAL MIXED USE); REZONING PROPERTIES IN AREA “F” FROM C-2 (COMMERCIAL), C-4 (COMMERCIAL), I-G (INDUSTRIAL GENERAL), I-R (INDUSTRIAL RESTRICTED), NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL) TO NBHD-MU (NEIGHBORHOOD MIXED USE); REZONING PROPERTIES IN AREA “G” FROM C-2 (COMMERCIAL) TO SFED-MU (SOUTH FEDERAL MIXED USE); REZONING PROPERTIES IN AREA “H” FROM I-G (INDUSTRIAL GENERAL) AND IRO (INDUSTRIAL RESEARCH OFFICE) TO C-3 (COMMERCIAL); PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on March 11, 2009, the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach (the “City”) approved Resolution No. 2009-045 approving the Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) Redevelopment Plan (the “Plan”) which was developed through extensive community outreach efforts including sixteen (16) community meetings; and 

WHEREAS, on September 14, 2010, the City Commission adopted new land development regulations, known as “OneCode”, which incorporated new form based zoning districts for the areas located within the CRA as recommended within the Plan; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 28 of the City “Land Development Code,” Part 6, “Development Review Procedures And Requirements,” Article 645, “Rezoning” of the City Code of Ordinances, the CRA has applied to the City, to rezone multiple parcels located within the Plan area, as described in Exhibit “A” (Application RZ-13-11), in conformance with the recommendations of the Plan; and 

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to continue the implementation of the Plan to encourage redevelopment and growth within the CRA; and

WHEREAS, the rezoning application has been subdivided in order to address different areas located within the CRA as shown on Map 1 attached to this Ordinance and incorporated into it by this reference; and
WHEREAS, the City of Dania Beach Planning and Zoning Board, sitting as the Local Planning Agency, held a duly advertised public hearing on November 16, 2011 and determined that the proposed rezonings are consistent with the goals and objectives of the City of Dania Beach Comprehensive Plan (the “Comprehensive Plan”) and is consistent with and furthers the Plan, and therefore, recommended approval of the proposed amendment; and
WHEREAS, an Area known as Area “C” was initially proposed for rezoning changes, but the area has been omitted from this Ordinance; and
WHEREAS, the City Commission conducted two (2) duly noticed public hearings in accordance with law; and
WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that approval of the proposed rezonings will protect the public health, safety, and welfare of the residents of the City, and furthers the purpose, goals, objectives, and policies of the Comprehensive Plan and the Plan; 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:


Section 1.  Recitals.  The foregoing “WHEREAS” clauses are ratified and confirmed as being true and correct and they are made a specific part of this Ordinance.
Section 2.  Approval of Rezoning.  Pursuant to Section 645-40 of the City Code, the rezoning of the properties located within the CRA plan as generally shown on Map 1, more specifically designated by areas and legally described in Exhibit “A,” and set forth generally below by reference to the rezonings within Areas A-H,  are approved.  
Area “A” – generally described as certain properties within boundaries located along Old Griffin Road between Bryan Road on the west and NW 5th Avenue on the east and NW 3rd Place on the south:  

TO MA (MARINE) FROM C-3 (COMMERCIAL) AND C-4 (COMMERCIAL); 
Area “B” – omitted.

Area “C” – generally described as certain properties within boundaries located west of NW 4th Avenue between NW 3rd Street on the north, Stirling Road (also known as SW 2nd Street) on the south and NW 12th Avenue on the west:  

1. TO CC (CITY CENTER) FROM C-2 (COMMERCIAL), C-4 (COMMERCIAL), I-R (INDUSTRIAL REGULAR), AND NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL); and

2. TO NBHD-MU (NEIGHBORHOOD MIXED USE) FROM C-2 (COMMERCIAL) AND NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL); and 
3. TO C-2 (COMMERCIAL) FROM C-2 (COMMERCIAL) AND NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL). 

Area “D” – generally described as certain properties within boundaries located east of NE and SE 1st Avenue between NE 1st Street on the north, SE 2nd Street (also known as East Stirling Road) on the south and Fronton Boulevard / SE 3rd Avenue on the east:

1. TO EDBB-MU (EAST DANIA BEACH BOULEVARD MIXED USE) FROM C-2 (COMMERCIAL) AND NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL); and

2. TO CC (CITY CENTER) FROM NBHD-RES* (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL IRREGULAR) AND NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL).
Area “E” – generally described as certain properties within boundaries located east and west of Federal Highway between SW 3rd Place on the north, SW 7th Terrace on the south, SE 2nd Avenue on the east and SW 2nd Avenue on the west: 

TO SFED-MU (SOUTH FEDERAL MIXED USE) FROM C-3 (COMMERCIAL) AND NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL).
Area “F” – generally described as certain properties within boundaries located south of Stirling Road (aka SW 2nd Street), north of Sheridan Street, east of SW 12th Avenue and west of SW 2nd Avenue: 

TO NBHD-MU (NEIGHBORHOOD MIXED USE) FROM C-2 (COMMERCIAL), C-4 (COMMERCIAL), I-G (INDUSTRIAL GENERAL), I-R (INDUSTRIAL RESTRICTED), NBHD-RES (NEIGHBORHOOD RESIDENTIAL).
Area “G” – generally described as a property located at 201 East Sheridan Street:

TO SFED-MU (SOUTH FEDERAL MIXED USE) FROM C-2 (COMMERCIAL) 
Area “H” – generally described as properties within boundaries located west of Bryan Road, east of Interstate 95, south of Old Griffin Road and north of West Dania Beach Boulevard:

TO C-3 (COMMERCIAL) FROM I-G (INDUSTRIAL GENERAL) AND IRO (INDUSTRIAL RESEARCH OFFICE). 
Section 3.  Conflicts.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances, resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Ordinance are repealed to the extent of such conflict.
Section 4.  Severability.  If any clause, section, sentence or phrase of this Ordinance is for any reason held unconstitutional or invalid by a competent jurisdiction, the holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance.
Section 5.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its passage and adoption.
