RESOLUTION NO. 2012-001
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE VARIANCE REQUEST SUBMITTED BY JEANNE WYNDRUM ON BEHALF OF CRUISE.COM FROM THE DANIA BEACH LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE PART 5, “SIGNAGE AND DESIGN REGULATIONS”, ARTICLE 505, “SIGN REGULATIONS”, FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 255 EAST DANIA BEACH BOULEVARD IN THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, the Dania Beach Unified Land Development Code (“ULDC”), Part 5, Article 505, outlines signage regulations by location or type of use; and
WHEREAS, the applicant, Jeanne Wyndrum on behalf of Cruise.com has applied for several 
variances (VA-43-11) relating to signage for walls and awnings as follows:

1. Two (2) wall signs (on the east and west elevations) on the tower feature, approximately 112.5 square feet for each. The Land Development Code [Sec. 505-140(C)(7)] does not allow for signs.

2. One (1) wall sign on the secondary frontage (side street) approximately 78.5 square feet. The Land Development Code [Sec. 505-140(C)(7)] states that a maximum of 46.5 square feet is permitted.

3. Two (2) wall signs have a vertical dimension of 3.13’. The Land Development Code [Sec. 505-140(C)(7)] allows a maximum of 2.5 feet.

4. Proposed awning signage with two (2) types or styles of lettering. The Land Development Code [Sec. 505-80(D)] permits only one (1) type of lettering; 

the property is located at 255 East Dania Beach Boulevard in the City Dania Beach; and
WHEREAS, the Community Development staff reviewed this request and recommends that the City Commission grant it; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:
Section 1.
That that certain application VA-43-11 for the variance described above from requirements in the Dania Beach ULDC, Part 5, Article 505, Section 505-140 and 505-80, a copy of which application is attached to and made a part of this Resolution as Exhibit “A”, is approved.
Section 2.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.
Section 3.
That this Resolution shall be in full force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
