A Second Amendment to the Existing Agreement between City of Dania Beach and Broward County for the Dredging of the Dania Cut-off Canal.


Introduction and Background

March 23, 2010, the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach, Florida, approved Resolution No. 2010-044, authorizing an Agreement between the City and Broward County to provide for shared funding of the match cost of the dredging of the Dania Cut-off Canal through the Florida Inland Navigation District. On August 23, 2011, the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach, Florida, approved Resolution No. 2011-094, authorizing the First Amendment to the Agreement between the City and Broward County. The Director of Public Services recommends that the City enter into a Second Amendment to the Agreement between the City and Broward County in order to continue and complete the dredging of the Dania Cut-Off Canal. 
The City will now be responsible for an estimated amount of $825,187.50, not including any required and approved change orders identified during construction. The resolution has a cost not to exceed the budgeted amount of $870,000.  Staff recommends approval of the budgeted amount of $870,000.00. The amount above $825,187.50 is included to cover potential field condition change orders identified and approved during construction.
Recommendation

It is recommended that the City Commission approve second amendment to the existing Agreement between the City of Dania Beach and Broward County for the dredging of the Dania Cut-off Canal, and authorize the City Manager to execute same.
