RESOLUTION NO. 2012-026
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE PROPER CITY OFFICIALS TO GUARANTEE FUNDING FOR THE MAINTENANCE OF MITIGATION AREAS FOR THE SE STORMWATER DRAINAGE PROJECT PHASE II LOCATED EAST OF SE 5TH AVENUE BETWEEN SE 3RD STREET AND SE 7TH STREET IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED ONE HUNDRED SIXTEEN THOUSAND SIX HUNDRED TWENTY-SIX DOLLARS AND NINETY-FIVE CENTS ($116,626.95); PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the approval of permits must be obtained before construction of the SE Stormwater Drainage Project Phase II can begin; and 
WHEREAS, in an effort to comply with such permits, the City has agreed to provide a guarantee of funding in an amount not to exceed $116,626.95 payable to Contractor selected for the maintenance of mitigation areas impacted by the SE Stormwater Project Phase II construction; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that it is in the best interest of the City to authorize an amount not to exceed of $116,626.95 to fund the costs of necessary improvements associated with maintenance of mitigation areas impacted by the SE Stormwater Project Phase II located East of SE 5th Avenue between SE 3rd Street and SE 7th Street; and
WHEREAS, the costs of this guarantee shall be paid from existing available appropriations of the approved SE Stormwater Project Phase II capital budget which is funded by loans from the State Revolving Fund; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1.
That the proper City officials are authorized to guarantee the maintenance of mitigation areas for the SE Stormwater Drainage Project Phase II located east of SE 5th Avenue between SE 3rd Street and 7th Street in Dania Beach in an amount not to exceed $116,626.95.


Section 2.
That the City Manager and City Attorney are authorized to make minor revisions to this guarantee for such services which are deemed necessary and in the best interests of the City of Dania Beach, as related to the construction.
Section 3.
The City further agrees to be responsible for costs associated with the construction of SE Stormwater Project Phase II and maintenance of mitigation areas in an amount not to exceed of $116,626.96 using existing approved budget appropriations of the SE Stormwater Project Phase II project.  
Section 4.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.


Section 5.
That this Resolution shall be in full force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
