RESOLUTION NO. 2012-013
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE SITE PLAN REQUEST (SP-34-11) SUBMITTED BY DOUG SCHULTZ, RLA, WITH THE FIRM CRAVEN THOMPSON & ASSOCIATES, INC., REPRESENTING THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 101 NORTH BEACH ROAD, IN THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Part 6, “Development Review Procedures and Requirements”, Article 635 of the City of Dania Beach, Florida Land Development (“Code”), states that approval of a site plan is required prior to the commencement of any development in any zoning district of the City, including but not limited to grading, excavating, dredging, filling, installation of roads and utilities incidental to vertical construction, interior building alterations that increase the number of residential units, business/tenant spaces, or otherwise increase the parking requirement under Article 265, prior to issuance of any building permit, and whenever required by other provisions of the Code; and

WHEREAS, Doug Schultz, RLA with the firm Craven Thompson & Associates, Inc., representing the City of Dania Beach is requesting site plan approval for the proposed construction of a municipal marina located at 101 North Beach Road, in the City of Dania Beach; and
WHEREAS, the City Commission conducted a duly noticed public hearing in accordance with Article 610 of the Dania Beach Land Development Code;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA: 

Section 1.
That that certain application (SP-34-11) for site plan approval, a copy of which is attached and made a part of this Resolution as Exhibit “A” is approved. 
It is further noted that the original site plan is maintained in the office of the Community Development Department of the City of Dania Beach.

Section 2.
That based upon the criteria set forth in Section 635 of the Dania Beach Land Development Code, all site plan approvals shall automatically expire and become null and void unless the applicant files a complete building permit application with construction drawings for all improvements shown on the site plan within 12 months from the date of this Resolution, obtains a building permit (including payment of all fees) for all such improvements within eighteen (18) months of this Resolution and that the permits remain valid until a certificate of occupancy or its equivalent is issued for the improvements.
Section 3.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 4.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
