RESOLUTION NO. 2012-014
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE REQUEST FOR A SIGN VARIANCE SUBMITTED BY JAY MITCHELL, VICE PRESIDENT OF HALPERN LTO, LLC, FROM THE DANIA BEACH LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE, SECTION 505, “SIGN REGULATIONS” FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 1437 SOUTH FEDERAL HIGHWAY, DANIA BEACH; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
WHEREAS, Part 5, Article 505 of the Dania Beach Land Development Code sets the signage regulations for zoning districts in the City of Dania Beach; and
WHEREAS, Jay Mitchell, Vice President of Halpern LTO, LLC, is requesting the following variances relating to signage in the Community Redevelopment Area (CRA) South Federal Mixed Use (SFED-MU) zoning District: 

1. To allow a 53 square foot sign (Land Development code allows a maximum size of 45 square feet pursuant to Section 505-140(c)); and
2. To allow a 3.5 foot high sign; (Land Development code allows a maximum height of 2.5 feet pursuant to Section 505-140(c));
for property located at 1437 South Federal Highway, in the City of Dania Beach; and
WHEREAS, the Community Development staff and CRA Director have reviewed this request and recommend that the City Commission grant approval of the variance request;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:
Section 1.
That that certain application VA-02-12 for the variances described above from requirements in the Dania Beach Land Development Code, Part 5, Section 505-140(c), a copy of which application is attached and made a part of this Resolution as Exhibit “A”, is approved.
Section 2.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.
Section 3.
That this Resolution shall be in full force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
