WHEREAS, the bid review Committee recommends that the City award the bid to the top ranked bidder, Insituform, Inc.;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. 
That the foregoing findings are incorporated by reference and made a part of this Resolution.
Section 2. 
That the City of Dania Beach, Florida awards the low bid to Insituform, Inc, in the amount of $774,398.50, .and authorizes and directs the City Manager to execute a contract for the work with that company.


Section 3. 
That funds for this agreement were planned and are available in the Sewer Fund through execution of the approved SRF Loan Agreement noted above for the I&I Capital Project, professional services account #402-35-320-535-31-10 (which has a Project budget appropriation of $890,000.00).

That all resolutions or part of Resolutions in conflict with any of the provisions of this Resolution are repealed.
