ORDINANCE #2012-011
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA REPEALING SECTION 15-12, "BUSINESS TAX SCHEDULE" OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES AND CREATING A NEW SECTION 15-12, ALSO ENTITLED "BUSINESS TAX SCHEDULE" TO PROVIDE FOR A FIVE PERCENT (5%) INCREASE IN THE ANNUAL BUSINESS TAXES ASSESSED AGAINST ALL BUSINESS CATEGORIES; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA: 

Section 1.
That Section 15-12, "Business Tax Schedule" is repealed, and in its place a new Section 15-12, "Business Tax Schedule" is created to read as follows: 

Sec. 15-12. Business Tax Schedule.
