RESOLUTION NO. 2012-085
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE PROPER CITY OFFICIALS TO EXECUTE A VEHICLE SUBLEASE AGREEMENT (THE “AGREEMENT”) WITH TD EQUIPMENT FINANCE, INC., A FOREIGN CORPORATION, AUTHORIZED TO CONDUCT BUSINESS IN THE STATE OF FLORIDA (THE “LENDER”) AND THE BROWARD SHERIFF’S OFFICE (THE “SUBLESSEE”), RELATING TO THE SUBLEASE OF TWO (2) VEHICLES KNOWN AS QUINTS, WHICH ARE COMBINATIONS OF PUMP AND LADDER FIRE TRUCKS; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, on December 15, 2010, the City “(the Sublessor”), entered into a Lease Purchase Agreement with respect to Equipment as defined in the Vehicle Sublease Agreement (it consists of two (2) vehicles known a quints, which are combinations of pump and ladder fire trucks); a copy is attached as Exhibit “A”, and is made a part of and incorporated into this Resolution by this reference; and
WHEREAS, effective January 6, 2011, the City executed a Vehicle Sublease Agreement with the Broward Sheriff’s Office (the “Sublessee”); a copy is attached as Exhibit “B”, and is made a part of and incorporated into this Resolution by this reference; and
WHEREAS, Section 14 of the Lease Agreement provides that the Sublessor cannot sublease the Lease, any interest in it, or the Equipment without the Lender’s prior written consent and a written opinion of nationally recognized bond counsel to the effect that any such sublease of the Lease, any interest in it, or the Equipment will not adversely effect the exclusion of the interest component of the Rental payments from tax liability; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:
Section 1.
That the foregoing “Whereas” clauses are incorporated into this Resolution by this reference.
Section 2.
That the proper City officials are authorized to execute a Vehicle Sublease Agreement with the Broward County Sheriff’s Office and TD Equipment Finance, Inc. for two (2) vehicles, known as quints, which are combinations of pump and ladder fire trucks (collectively, the “Equipment”); the two (2) vehicles are described as follows:
