Agreement for Additional Engineering Services with Calvin Giordano & Associates, Inc. Required to Investigate Cause for Failure of new Pumps at LS # 1, 2, 3, 6, and 7 Installed Under Lift Station Rehabilitation Project Phase 1


Introduction and Background
Lift Stations 1, 2, 3, 6 and 7 have been experiencing severe malfunctions, frequent breakdowns, and surcharged conditions due to failure of PX pumps that were installed at these stations under Lift Station Rehabilitation Project Phase 1. The work was done by Intercounty Engineering, Inc., the Contractor. Due diligence and related engineering studies need to be undertaken  in order to pursue legal and monetary claims against the Contractor, and to identify the most appropriate pump replacement selection. 
This agreement covers the scope of services now required that were outside the scope of the original services provided by CG&A, Inc. To prevent emergency conditions, sewerage overflows, CG&A had already started with this work. Replacement pumps have been purchased and installed at Lift Station 1. Funding for this consulting engineering work is available in the Sewer Fund and further directing the Administration to consider and pursue claims to reimburse costs of both this consulting and the City’s costs of pump repairs/replacement through contractual, warranty and insurance means on the original Lift Station Phase I contract award. Staff is in the process of addressing replacement pumps for Lift Station 6.  
Staff recommends approval.
Recommendation

Staff recommends that the City Commission approve the resolution for additional engineering services with Calvin Giordano and Associates, Inc., under the terms and conditions therein and authorize the City Manager to execute same.
