
ORDINANCE NO. 2012-016
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE DELEGATION REQUEST SUBMITTED BY DWAYNE L. DICKERSON, ON BEHALF OF GREENSPOON MARDER, P.A., TO CHANGE THE RESTRICTIVE NOTE ON THE PLAT KNOWN AS THE “HOBAL PLAT”, PREVIOUSLY RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK 179, PAGE 98, AND GENERALLY LOCATED AT 480 EAST DANIA BEACH BOULEVARD, DANIA BEACH; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the boundary Plat known as the “Hobal Plat” was approved by the Dania Beach City Commission on June 9, 2009, by Ordinance No. 2009-009, a copy of which Plat is attached to this Resolution as Exhibit “A”; and 


WHEREAS, Dwayne L. Dickerson, on behalf of Greenspoon Marder, P.A., has applied for a delegation request to change the restrictive note on the Plat as follows:


DR-30-12 – Plat Note Amendment

Replace Existing Note:
This plat is restricted to a 273 room hotel.  


With Proposed Note:
This plat is restricted to 181 high rise units; and

WHEREAS, on June 20, 2012, the Planning and Zoning Board recommended that the City Commission approve the delegation request DR-30-12; and 


WHEREAS, Broward County requires that the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach concur with this revision prior to a review by the Broward County Commission;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA: 
Section 1.
That the City of Dania Beach approves the proposed revision which changes the restrictive note on the Plat to allow 181 high rise units on the “Hobal Plat”, as previously recorded in Plat Book 179, Page 98.


Section 2.
That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 3.
That this Ordinance shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
