Attorney Tim Ryan noted this case involved 5 violations: pallets and other commercial/manufacturing materials stored outside creating a hazardous condition; trash and litter on the rights of way adjoining the property; and steel storage containers stored outside the building.  The fine ran for 669 days for a total of $67,162.50, including recording and admin fees.  The Special Magistrate recommended an abatement of $7,500.00.
