RESOLUTION NO. 2012-158
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE PROPER CITY OFFICIALS TO EXECUTE AN EXTENSION TO AN AGREEMENT FOR AN ADDITIONAL ONE (1) YEAR PERIOD WITH JEFF ELLIS MANAGEMENT, LLC, A FLORIDA LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY, RELATING TO AQUATIC FACILITIES’ MANAGEMENT FOR THE PROVISION OF LIFEGUARD, OPERATION, AND MAINTENANCE SERVICES FOR THE C. W. THOMAS PARK POOL AND THE P. J. MELI AQUATIC COMPLEX; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, City officials executed an Agreement with Jeff Ellis Management, LLC for Aquatic Facilities’ Management on December 14, 2011, at a cost of $275,231.31; a copy of the Agreement is attached as Exhibit “A”, which is made a part of and incorporated into this Resolution by this reference; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement provides for an extension of services, subject to the approval of the City and Jeff Ellis Management, LLC; and Jeff Ellis Management has agreed to continue the existing services to the City for an additional one (1) year period; and

WHEREAS, the Director of Parks and Recreation is recommending that the existing Agreement with Jeff Ellis Management, LLC, be extended for an additional one (1) year period for the provision of lifeguard, operation, and maintenance services to the City’s facilities in an amount not to exceed $275,231.31; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1.
That the proper City officials are authorized to execute an extension to an Agreement for an additional one (1) year period with Jeff Ellis Management, LLC, relating to the Aquatic Facilities’ Management for the provision of lifeguard, operation and maintenance services for the C. W. Thomas Park Pool and the P. J. Meli Aquatic Complex.
Section 2.
That the City Manager and City Attorney are authorized to make minor revisions to such Extension Agreement as are deemed necessary and proper and in the best interests of the City.

Section 3.
That funding appropriations were planned for and are available in the City General Fund, Recreation Department budget within the P. J. Meli Aquatic Division - Contract Services Account, Account No. 34-10.
Section 4.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.


Section 5.

That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon passage and adoption.
