RESOLUTION NO. 2012-148
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE SITE PLAN REQUEST (SP-09-12) SUBMITTED BY MARK GELDERS ON BEHALF OF CLMIA, LLC, FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 4470 RAVENSWOOD ROAD IN THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Article 635, “Site Plans”, Section 635-20, “Applicability” paragraph (A), of Part 6, entitled “Development Review Procedures and Requirements”, of the City Code of Ordinances, Chapter 28, entitled “Land Development Code” states that site plan approval is required as a condition to the issuance of a building permit; and

WHEREAS, Mark Gelders, representing CLMIA, LLC, is requesting site plan approval for the proposed construction of an approximately 7,200 square foot boat storage building to be located at 4470 Ravenswood Road in the City of Dania Beach; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission conducted a duly noticed public hearing in accordance with Article 610, entitled “Public Hearing Notices” of the Land Development Code;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA: 

Section 1.
That that certain application (SP-09-12) for site plan approval, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit “A”, is made a part of and incorporated into this Resolution by this reference, is approved with the following conditions:
1. Right-of-way dedication must be recorded prior to issuance of a permit (Planning).

2. VOLUNTARY MOBILITY PROGRAM Section 295: Provide confirmation of participation in the Broward B-cycle program; if not, please propose an alternative mobility enhancement.

3. Provide “Determination of No Hazard” letter from the FAA (Planning).  

4. 
Outdoor storage of boats is a conditional use permitted in the IROM-AA zoning district provided the area is secured and screened by an opaque fence or wall (chain link with slats is not permitted) in addition to the landscape buffer and berm.  Add opaque fence or wall accordingly (Planning).

5. Provide electronic copy of landscape plan to jfreedman@metriceng.com (Landscape 

Consultant).

It is further noted that the original site plan is maintained in the office of the Community Development Department of the City of Dania Beach.

Section 2.
That based upon the criteria set forth in Section 635 of the Land Development Code, all site plan approvals shall automatically expire and become null and void, unless: 1) the applicant files a complete building permit application with construction drawings for all improvements shown on the site plan within twelve (12) months from the date of this Resolution; 2) obtains a building permit (including payment of all fees) for all such improvements within eighteen (18) months of the date of this Resolution; and 3) the permits remain valid until a certificate of occupancy or its equivalent, is issued for the improvements.
Section 3.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 4.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
