Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Year 39
The City is planning for the 39th project year for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG).  Two public hearings are required.  The first was held on Thursday, November 8th, 2012 at 5:00 PM in the City Hall Commission Chambers.  The second hearing is held during the regular Commission meeting of November 27th at 7:00 PM.  A resolution by the City Commission is needed to accompany the CDBG application, which is due to Broward County by 12:00 noon on December 3, 2012.
The City administration proposes a neighborhood streetscape project, as a continuation of the Oasis project initiative, for the 39th project year.  The proposed project will be located within CDBG eligible census block groups generally within the northeast section of the Community Redevelopment Agency boundary.  The project location is further described as the area bounded by East Dania Beach Boulevard to the south, NE 1st Avenue to the west, NE 3rd Avenue to the east, and the Dania Beach Cut-Off Canal to the north.  Project components include street lighting, landscaping, crosswalks, accessible curbing, and signage.  The extent of the project will be dictated by the amount of CDBG funds received.  The streetscape improvements will be installed until CDBG funds are depleted; the CDBG program does not require a match of City funds.
The City of Dania Beach is a non-entitle city and as such, must seek funding through Broward County.  Municipalities need a population of at least 50,000 to be an entitlement city.  The CDBG funding formula is based upon population and income.  CDBG funding must be used for projects and activities in eligible areas.  Eligibility is a function of mean family or household income and location.

Eligible locations are determined by census track block groups, which must have 51% or greater of the households below the Low and Moderate Income (LMI) level.  Low and Moderate Income describe family or household annual income less than the Section 8 Low Income Limit, generally 80% of the area median income.

Dania Beach’s Project History and Funding Levels

A review of project history indicates that funds are mostly used to support public facilities and some planning purposes.
