	On May 22, 2012, the Board of County Commissioners adopted Resolution #2012-345 approving funding to the City under the County’s CDBG program for infrastructure improvements for a Solar Street Lighting Project in the amount of $145,679.




	Description of Action

	CDBG funds provided by the County under this agreement shall be used by the City for the purchase and installation of a minimum of 15 solar powered street lighting poles with fixtures in CDBG eligible areas that are in need of additional street and safety lighting.
