RESOLUTION NO. 2013-075
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE VARIANCE REQUEST SUBMITTED BY THE PROPERTY OWNER, THE BROWARD COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS, FROM THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE PART 2, SECTION 240-20 (B), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 2701 WEST STATE ROAD 84, IN THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Part 2, Section 240-20 (B) of Chapter 28 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Dania Beach, Florida, sets the requirements for the construction of accessory boat slips and dock on waterways; and

WHEREAS, Part 2, Section 240-20 (B), of the Dania Beach Code of Ordinances requires that accessory docks shall not extend into a waterway more than five (5) feet beyond the property line, unless the waterway exceeds fifty (50) feet in width, in which case a dock slip may extend up to ten (10) percent the width of the waterway, or a maximum of twenty (20) feet, whichever is smaller, measured from the property line; and

WHEREAS, the property owner, the Broward County Board of County Commissioners, is requesting variance approval (VA-29-13) to allow a proposed dock to exceed the maximum ten percent (10%) of the width of the waterway (which is 182 feet wide), so that it shall be authorized to extend 22 feet into the waterway (where a maximum of 18.2 feet is otherwise allowed), for property located at 2701 West State Road 84, in the City of Dania Beach; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA: 


Section 1.
That that certain application (VA-29-13) is approved.
Section 2.
That this approval shall be subject to expiration regulations in accordance with Part 6, Article 625-Variances, Section 625-40, Expiration of variances of the Dania Beach Land Development Code.
Section 3.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 4.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
