As discussed at Commission workshop on the Manager’s Recommended Budget, the City of Dania Beach is strategically developing a sustainable economic plan which continues a commitment to public service, infrastructure maintenance, redevelopment, quality of life and financial responsibility. The Manager’s Recommended Budget reflects a reasoned and careful balance between service delivery and financial sustainability for the cautiously improving economic climate of the City.  
At the recent budget workshop, the Commission discussed and proposed adjustments to Recommended Budget.  These adjustments are outlined on the attached schedule.  These adjustments reflect Commission consensus on various expenditure allocations contained in the Recommended Budget for the coming year. 
At our meeting tonight, Resolutions have been prepared to establish a Final Ad Valorem Tax Rate and setting the final Tax and Budget Hearing for Thursday September 26, 2013 at 5:01 p.m.  Tonight is also the public hearing on the City’s proposed Non-Ad Valorem Assessment rates for Fire, Residential Solid Waste and Stormwater services.  
Property Taxes:
1. Ad Valorem Property Tax – reflecting a 4.72% increase from the “rollback” rate maintaining a level of:

Property Taxes:

The City approved a Tentative operating millage rate of 5.9998 mils at our July 22nd meeting, reflecting a 4.72% increase from the roll back rate.  
Budget Adjustments:

Budget adjustments were discussed with the Commission at the recent workshop and are reflected in the attached schedule.  Commission consideration and approval of these budget adjustments is recommended by motion at tonight’s meeting.  Following approval of these budget adjustments, the Administration recommends approval of the 2013/14 City Budget as amended.
Assessments:

Fire Assessment – Proposed adjustment to the City Fire Assessment rate to $160 yr. per ERU (equivalent residential unit) to fund necessary increases in the annual Employer pension contributions to the legacy City Fire Pension plan.  The rate adjustment provides approximately $800,000 of increased funding for staff retirement costs.  These funds allow the City to provide an increased annual Employer pension contribution of $1.865 million in the coming 2013/14 year.  The City’s annual employer fire pension funding is outside of and apart from the annual BSO contract fire service cost.  BSO’s annual contract for the coming year is planned at a total of $8.954 million.  Thus the total Fire Department budget for the coming year totals approximately $10.8 million with approximately $5 million funded from the annual Fire Assessment.
Stormwater Assessment – no change is reflected in the annual City Stormwater Assessment rate of $40 yr.

Solid Waste Assessment – very minimal change of $2.88 yr. following the annual consumer price index change as allowed by the City’s Solid Waste Agreement with the contractor. 
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
