RESOLUTION NO. 2013-112
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE SITE PLAN REQUEST (SP-31-13) AND VARIANCE (VA-44-13) SUBMITTED BY SCOTT BACKMAN, ESQUIRE, WITH DUNAY, MISKEL, BACKMAN & BLATTNER, LLP, ON BEHALF OF JOAN LETO OF THE JOAN LETO REVOCABLE LIVING TRUST FOR PROPERTY LOCATED ON SW 19TH COURT IN THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Chapter 28, Section 635 of the Dania Beach Land Development Code, Part 6, entitled “Development Review Procedures and Requirements”, states that site plan approval is required as a condition to the issuance of a building permit; and

WHEREAS, Scott Backman, Esquire with Dunay, Miskel, Backman & Blattner, LLP, representing Joan Leto of the Joan Leto Revocable Living Trust, is requesting site plan approval for the proposed construction of a six (6) story, 130 room hotel to be located on SW 19th Court in the City of Dania Beach; and
WHEREAS, Chapter 28, Section 625 of the Dania Beach Land Development Code, Part 6, entitled “Variances”, states that variances may be approved by the City Commission at the time of site plan approval; and
WHEREAS, Scott Backman, Esquire, representing Joan Leto of the Joan Leto Revocable Living Trust, is requesting a variance to allow an additional wall sign on the south building elevation which has no street frontage, and City Code permits one wall sign per building frontage, per Section505-120(O); and

WHEREAS, the City Commission conducted a duly noticed public hearing in accordance with Article 610 of the Dania Beach Land Development Code;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA: 

Section 1.
That those certain applications (SP-31-13) for site plan approval and (VA-44-13) for variance approval, copies of which are attached as composite Exhibit “A”, which are made a part of and incorporated into this Resolution by this reference, are approved with the following conditions:
1. The Applicant must provide latest revised set of plans on disk prior to proceeding to public hearing (Community Development).
2. A new fire flow test is required.  The original flow test only included one hydrant flowing.  The required flow for the building will probably require up to four or more hydrants to achieve the amount of water needed for the building (Fire Marshal).
3. The Applicant must provide a drawing file disk (dwg or dgn) of the approved site plan in Florida State Plane Coordinate (NAD83).  This should be addressed as part of the final submittal (Public Services).
4. The Applicant must meet the conditions identified by the Broward County Aviation Department in its letter dated July 3, 2012, which includes approval from the Federal Aviation Administration (“FAA”) and the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”) for an air space obstruction permit.

It is further noted that the original site plan is maintained in the office of the Community Development Department of the City of Dania Beach.

Section 2.
That based upon the criteria set forth in Section 635 of the Dania Beach Land Development Code, all site plan approvals shall automatically expire and become null and void unless the applicant files a complete building permit application with construction drawings for all improvements shown on the site plan, within eighteen (18) months from the date of this Resolution.
Section 3.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.
Section 4.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
