Additional Funding for School Crossing Guards

This memorandum request two actions be taken to increase funding for school crossing guard services.

The first action requested from the City Commission is to authorize additional funding in the amount of $5,000 for school crossing guards for FY 2012-2013.
The Commission approved Resolution 2011-085 executing an agreement extension offered by Staffing Connection to continue providing school crossing guards for the City with no change from the original 2006 contract. The amount of the agreement was not to exceed $78,000 per year. This contract amount did not contemplate additional services that may be required like summer school. 
The School Board authorized both Dania Elementary and Collins Elementary for summer school during the 2012-2013 school year.  The City deployed the guards for summer school which cost $5,937.76.  Currently, there is not enough funding in the purchase order to pay the outstanding amount of $4,969.64.  
The second action requested from the City Commission is to increase the annual contract cost to Staffing Connections, the school guard vendor, to add two guards to one additional post in the city (SW 12 Avenue and Stirling Road).  The City’s Safety Committee, the Broward Sheriff’s Office, and Broward School concur that the additional post is needed due to the number of children crossing in the area and the speed of the vehicles.  
Recommendation
It is recommended that the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach authorize the appropriation of funds in the amount of $5,000 from General Funds Contingency Account for school crossing guard services for FY 2012-13.  In addition, authorize the appropriation of additional funding in the amount of $11,000 for school crossing guards services from Account No. 001-21-01-521-34-10.
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
