RESOLUTION NO. 2013-149
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE SITE PLAN (SP-46-13) AND VARIANCE (VA-50-13), SUBMITTED BY MERRILL ROMANIK WITH THE SYNALOVSKI, ROMANIK, SAYE FIRM ON BEHALF OF THE HOLOCAUST DOCUMENTATION AND EDUCATION CENTER, INC. FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 303 NORTH FEDERAL HIGHWAY IN THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Chapter 28, Part 6 of the Dania Beach Land Development Code (“LDC”), Article 635, entitled “Development Review Procedures and Requirements”, states that site plan approval is required as a condition to the issuance of a building permit; and


WHEREAS, Merrill Romanik with the Synalovski, Romanik, Saye firm, on behalf of the Holocaust Documentation and Education Center (the “Applicant”) is requesting site plan approval to allow the existing vacant building with 26,231 square feet to be used as a Holocaust Museum that will serve educational purposes at 303 North Federal Highway in the City of Dania Beach; and
WHEREAS, Chapter 28, Part 6 of the LDC, Article 625, entitled “Variances”, states that variances may be approved by the City Commission at the time of site plan approval; and
WHEREAS, the Applicant is requesting a variance to provide forty-three (43) parking spaces where seventy (70) parking spaces are required per Section 265.50 of the LDC, for public assembly uses; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA: 

Section 1.
That those certain applications for site plan approval (SP-46-13) and for variance approval (VA-50-13), copies of which are attached as composite Exhibit “A”, which are made a part of and incorporated into this Resolution by this reference, are approved with the following conditions:
1. The applicant continues to work with staff to provide the City a Parking Agreement for use of the City’s parking garage to mitigate the parking shortage on site, prior to issuance of any Building Permits for the property.

2. The applicant obtains a Florida East Coast Railway Agreement to allow for vehicular access to the site, prior to the issuance of any Building Permits.

Section 2.
That based upon the criteria set forth in Section 635 of the Dania Beach Land Development Code, all site plan approvals shall automatically expire and become null and void unless the applicant files a complete building permit application with construction drawings for all improvements shown on the site plan, within eighteen (18) months from the date of this Resolution.
Section 3.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 4.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
