The City made an application with the assistance of the Chappell Group, to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection for a Florida Clean Vessels Act Program Grant to offset the cost of constructing a pump out facility for the Dania Beach Marina.  The pump out facility will allow vessels to empty their holding tanks directly into the City’s sanitary sewer system at the beach.  The pump out facility will accommodate the marina tenants, transient vessels, and the recreational boating public who wish to use the facility.  

The estimated cost to construct the pump out facility is $120,000.00.  The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) will pay 75% of that cost or $90,000.00.  The pump out system was planned for the marina and is part of the construction contract, so there will be no additional funding required for the 25% match.  This additional grant funding award will allow the return of $90,000.00 from the marina construction project to the City General Fund – Appropriation of Unassigned Fund Balance.  Along with the 25% funding match, the grant agreement will require the City to do the following:
· Make the pump out facility available to the recreational boating public

· Provide signs for the public

· Provide educational/informational materials 

· Submit usage reports for five years

Recommendation

It is recommended that the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach approve the resolution authorizing acceptance of the Clean Vessels Act Grant Program in an amount of $90,000.00 and further authorizing required matching funds required under this grant in an amount equal to 25% of the total pump out project cost or $30,000.00 which is funded in account number 301-80-04-575-63-10.
