RESOLUTION NO. 2014-006
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, RESTRICTING THE USE AND HOURS OF OPERATION OF THE ROOF STRUCTURE (PAVILION) AT THE COMMUNITY GARDEN LOCATED AT 1200 NW 1ST STREET; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City is currently constructing a roofed pavilion at the Community Garden located at 1200 NW 1st Street and the improvement is being funded with $242,000.00 Community Development Block Grant (“CDBG”) funds; and


WHEREAS, during Broward County review process of associated applications, the City was notified that any roof structure where an activity is occurring is subject to impact/concurrency fees; and  

WHEREAS, the estimated impact fees for the pavilion is $51,245.00; and

WHEREAS, such impact/concurrency fees can be waived by establishing the following restriction on the structure: the 5,850 square foot structure will not be used as a market place or similar use from Monday through Friday between 4 P.M. and 6 P.M., and the roof structure will be exclusively utilized for ancillary purposes for the City’s Community Garden; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:
Section 1.
That the City Commission restricts the 5,850 square foot structure (pavilion) at the Community Garden located at 1200 NW 1st Street in the City so that it is not used as a market place or similar use from Monday through Friday between 4 P.M. and 6 P.M., and the structure will be exclusively utilized for ancillary purposes for the City’s Community Garden.
Section 2.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.
Section 3.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
