Agreement with After Schools Programs, Inc. and the acceptance of the 21st Century Community Learning Center (CCLC) Grant to fund Time 4 Kids

You will recall that the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach approved by resolution to relinquish the fiscal agent status for the 21st CCLC grant to After School Programs, Inc. This change was proposed by the Florida Department of Education since it would make for a less cumbersome reimbursement process for all parties.  

During this grant period, the State of Florida reimbursed the City for expenses.  This action has complicated the transition of the grant to ASP, Inc. and will cause considerable and unnecessary delay in the reimbursement process. To avoid any further delay, I recommend that the City retain the status as fiscal agent for the grant. Towards that end, a contract with ASP, Inc. needs to be approved by the City Commission and the 21st CCLC grant needs to be accepted by the City.
This item approves the contract for ASP Inc. to administer the Time 4 Kids after school tutoring and summer camp program at Collins Elementary School.  In addition, the resolution accepts the 21st CCLC grant.  The contract with ASP, Inc. is for the fifth and final year. The grant award is $265,085 with no match requirement; however, the City pays ASP, Inc. to administer the program.  
The Program

Time 4 Kids serves 80 children, after school, from 2:00 p.m. – 6:00 p.m.  Summer camp engages 100 children during June and July from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  at no cost to Dania Beach families.
The after school activities are designed to be different from a regular school day and the program is more than tutoring and homework assistance.  There is a component of fun which includes physical fitness, swimming and swim lessons, nutrition, computers, community participation, entrepreneurial program, and music. A new music component that will complement the Collins Elementary music program will replace the art program.  In addition to improving the education of the City’s children, the grant provides for adult literacy training.   
The Grant Advisory Board has been serving as the Community Board along with representatives from ASP, Inc. and parents.  The board meets twice a year to review the after school and summer program activities, as well as the findings of the program’s independent evaluator.   

ASP, Inc. provides a nutritious snack program for participants which are funded through a federally funded food program.  This same program also serves dinner for children at the end of the day.  

ASP, Inc.

The contract with ASP, Inc. is important for not only providing programming, but also for managing the reporting requirements to the Florida Department of Education and to insure the contract complies with federal and state grant requirements.  ASP, Inc. has been an important partner for the City, providing for a first class program that is integrated into Collins Elementary School and the Dania Beach community.    
Funding

The federal grant requires no cash or in-kind match, however, the city pays additional for administrative services.  Funding for the grant administration services provided by ASP, Inc. will be provided from General Fund, Recreation Administration Professional Services consulting account no. # 001-72-01-572-31-10, in an amount not to exceed $26,508.00.
Recommendation

It is recommended that the City Commission accept the grant and approve the agreement between the City of Dania Beach and ASP, Inc.
