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WHEREAS, Captain Kevin Granville began his law enforcement career with the Broward Sheriff’s Office in 1992, after serving as the agency’s first college intern; after working road patrol in the South Broward District, he was selected to serve on the countywide Street Crimes Unit; and

WHEREAS, in 1997, he was assigned to the Lauderdale Lakes District where he served on the district’s SET Team, Road Patrol and Motor Unit; and 

WHEREAS, in March 2000, he was promoted to the rank of Sergeant and assigned to the Dania Beach District, and then to the School Resource Unit in 2003; and

WHEREAS, in 2004, he was promoted to the rank of Lieutenant and assigned to Pompano Beach Area One, and later as the Executive Officer for Area 2.  In 2005, he was selected by Sheriff Ken Jenne to serve as his Executive Officer; and 

WHEREAS, in 2006, Captain Granville attended the University of Louisville’s Administrative Officer’s Course in Louisville, Kentucky, and upon returning from Louisville, was assigned to Dania Beach as the Executive Officer; and

WHEREAS, in June 2010, he was selected to serve as the Acting Chief and later as Executive Officer for the Deerfield Beach District.  In 2011, he was promoted to his current rank of Captain and assigned to Pompano Beach Area 2; and


WHEREAS, in 2013, Captain Granville was selected as the District Captain for the City of Dania Beach; and

WHEREAS, Captain Granville is a graduate of the University of Louisville’s Southern Police Institute’s Administrative Officers Course, and has a Bachelor’s of Science Degree in Criminal Justice from Bethune Cookman University; and


WHEREAS, in 2013, Captain Granville was selected by Legacy Magazine as one of the 50 Most Powerful Blacks in Business in South Florida, and was recently elected President for the National Organization of Black Law Enforcement Executives (NOBLE) South Florida Chapter;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach, Florida, encourages all citizens to join in recognition of Captain Kevin Granville’s years of service as a community leader in Dania Beach and Broward County. 
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
