RESOLUTION NO. 2014-023
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE FINAL VERSION OF THE DANIA BEACH OCEAN PARK WATERFRONT REVITALIZATION PLAN; PROVIDING FOR A FUNDING APPROPRIATION IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,600,000.00 TO IMPLEMENT PHASE I; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on May 22, 2012, the City Commission approved an Agreement (pursuant to Resolution No. 2012-064) to be executed with EDSA, Inc. (“EDSA”) for the Dania Beach Ocean Park Waterfront Revitalization Plan; and 

WHEREAS, the consulting services were in part funded by a $30,000.00 National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (“NOAA”) Coastal Zone Management Grant; and

WHEREAS, EDSA and City staff have since conducted several community and Planning and Zoning Board meetings seeking the public’s input and recommendations for a final Ocean Park Waterfront Revitalization Plan; and

WHEREAS, a final presentation was made to the public on October 10, 2013 which was satisfactory to the public; and 
WHEREAS, the City Commission wishes to approve a final Waterfront Revitalization Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission wishes to approve funding appropriation for development and implementation of the Phase I improvements of the Plan;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1.
That the above “Whereas” clauses are incorporated by this reference and made a part of this Resolution.

Section 2.
That the City Commission approves and authorizes the proper City officials to execute a final Waterfront Revitalization Plan, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit “A”, and made a part of and incorporated into this Resolution by this reference.

Section 3.
That the City Commission approves the appropriation of $1,600,000.00 (One Million, Six Hundred Thousand Dollars) to provide funding for the development and implementation of Phase I of the approved Waterfront Revitalization Plan as follows:
