SE Stormwater Drainage Project – Phase 1, Award of Contract to Metro Equipment Services, Inc.

Introduction and Background

As part of the on-going effort to mitigate perennial flooding problems in the southeast, the City has embarked on a massive drainage project known as the Southeast Drainage Improvements Project. 

Phase 1 which encompasses the Meadowbrook Lake Pump Station is one key component of the southeast drainage system. The lake is owned by Meadowbrook Lakes View Condominium “B”, Inc. The primary pump station is located in the lake and all its attendant appurtenances are located in a private development. The City has a non-exclusive easement and irrevocable right of access and use for refurbishing the pump house and repairing or replacing the drainage lines and other future construction on the easement. 

Advertisements for bids were placed in local papers in January 2014 to bid the SE Stormwater Drainage Project – Phase 1.  The engineer’s bid estimate was $890,000, base cost or $999,439.99 including allowances.  The City of Dania Beach opened bids on February 28, 2014 at 10:30 am and received five bids as follows:

The  City bid review committee, including its design and project management consultants, reviewed the bids and recommend that the low bidder, Metro Equipment Services, Inc. as the most responsive and responsible bidder and that this firm be selected for the award of this bid in an amount not to exceed of $1,299,000.00 including project allowances totaling $110,000.00;

This project is proposed to be funded under temporary “bridge” loan in the amount of up to $2 million allowing funds from the City General Fund to be used to provide the S.E Stormwater Project- Phase I with working capital since SRF loan proceeds are collected only after actual cost payments by the City, and submission of expense documents to the State (loan is funded on a reimbursement basis).
Staff recommends approval.
Recommendation

Staff recommends that the City Commission approves this resolution to award a Contract to Metro Equipment Services, under the terms and conditions therein and authorize the City Manager to execute same.
