The first City Commission meeting in November is scheduled for November 11, 2014, which is Veterans Day.  The City Commission has the option to reschedule or cancel this meeting.  
In compliance with the City Charter, the Biennial Organization Meeting following the November 4, 2014 Municipal Election, should also be held on this date.  

Sec. 1.  Biennial organization meeting. 
On the first Tuesday following each biennial regular election, the city commission shall meet at the usual place for holding the meetings of the legislative body of the city, at which time the newly elected city commissioners shall take the prescribed oaths of office and assume the duties of their respective offices.
The City Commission also has the option to reschedule this meeting.  

As a reminder to what happened following the November 6, 2012 Municipal Election: the City Commission held the scheduled Biennial Organization meeting as required by the City Charter; however, it was continued for an additional week in order to allow the Supervisor of Elections to certify the results of the election.  
Per F.S. 102.112, the Supervisor of Elections must file the election results by noon on the 12th day following the general election (which date would be November 16, 2014, following the November 4, 2014 election).  

The Biennial Organization Meeting will continue to be problematic with future elections, until the City Charter is amended to coincide with F.S. 102.112.  
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
