Approval of Resolution to Allow Purchase of Two (2) Ford F-250 Vehicles (Trucks) from Alan Jay Fleet Sales

Introduction and Background

The City has an aging fleet of service vehicles. The approved FY 2015 budget included replacement of two vehicles which are already old and for which maintenance costs have started to climb. This resolution is to allow purchase of two (2) Ford F-250 vehicles from Alan Jay Fleet Sales under Florida Sheriff’s Association Bid # 14-22-0904 & 14-12-0904 for the Public Services Department in the amount of sixty-nine thousand one hundred eighty dollars ($69,180.00). These vehicles are to replace one (1) 2002  Ford Ranger with 90,674 miles and one (1) 1986 Ford Van with 208,241 miles, which vehicles require a high degree of maintenance and associated costs.
The funding for this purchase shall be provided from two sources: General Fund, Public Services, Park Maintenance Account # 001-39-04-539-6420, $34,590.00 and Water Fund, Water Utility, Distribution Account # 401-33-02-533-64-20, $34,590.00.  The purchase of these two vehicles was planned for and budgeted in the FY 2015 budget.
Staff recommends approval.
Recommendation
Staff recommends that the City Commission approve the resolution to purchase two vehicles from Alan Jay Fleet Sales under the terms and conditions therein and authorize the City Manager to execute same.   Staff further recommends declaring both existing vehicles as surplus property permitting these items to be auctioned off at a future date.
