
ORDINANCE NO. 2015-005
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING SECTION 1, ENTITLED “CREATION OF COMMISSION” OF ARTICLE I, ENTITLED “CITY COMMISSION” AND SECTION 1, ENTITLED “BIENNIAL ORGANIZATION MEETING” OF ARTICLE 6, ENTITLED “MEETINGS OF THE COMMISSION”, BOTH OF WHICH PROVISIONS ARE A PART OF PART II, ENTITLED “LEGISLATIVE BRANCH AND LEGISLATION” OF THE DANIA BEACH CITY CHARTER, PERTAINING TO THE DAY OF INSTALLATION OF NEWLY ELECTED CITY COMMISSIONERS FOLLOWING EACH BIENNIAL REGULAR MUNICIPAL ELECTION; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

be it Ordained by the City Commission of the City of dania beach, Florida:

Section 1.
That Section 1, entitled “Creation of Commission” of Article I, entitled “City Commission” of Part II, entitled “Legislative Branch and Legislation”, of the City Charter is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 1. Creation of Commission.

There is created a city commission consisting of five (5) commissioners who shall be elected at large in the manner provided in this charter and who shall take office on the first Tuesday second Monday immediately following their election.
Section 2.
That Section 1, entitled “Biennial organization meeting”, of Article 6, entitled “Meetings of the Commission”, of Part II, entitled “Legislative Branch and Legislation”, of the City Charter is amended to read as follows:
Sec. 1.  Biennial organization meeting.

On the first Tuesday second Monday following the date of each biennial regular election, the city commission shall meet at the usual place for holding the meetings of the legislative body of the city, at which time the newly elected city commissioners shall take the prescribed oaths of office and assume the duties of their respective offices.


Section 3.
That if any section, clause, sentence or phrase of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, the holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance.

Section 4.
That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 5.
That this Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its passage and adoption on second reading.
