City Manager

City Manager Baldwin noted the County failed to meet their responsibility to protect the residents regarding the asbestos issue related to the construction of the Fort Lauderdale-Hollywood International Airport, and outlined the actions taken on the day he learned of the matter.  He provided the Commission with a draft copy of a second letter, including a new site location map, he will be sending to Broward County Administrator Bertha Henry, and asked for their approval on the suggested site for the County to use for their operation of the fill.
