A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, DETERMINING THAT A PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY (CONVEYED TO THE CITY BY BROWARD COUNTY, LYING ADJACENT TO SECRET WOODS NATURE CENTER PARK), LEGALLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” (A COPY OF WHICH IS ATTACHED AND INCORPORATED INTO THIS RESOLUTION BY THIS REFERENCE), IS SURPLUS PROPERTY; CONFIRMING THAT AN APPRAISAL OF THE REAL PROPERTY HAS DETERMINED THE VALUE OF THE PROPERTY IDENTIFIED IN EXHIBIT “A-1”; AUTHORIZING NOTICE OF SALE TO THE PUBLIC TO BE PUBLISHED AND PROVIDING FOR RECEIPT AND ACCEPTANCE OF SEALED BIDS, ALL AS PRESCRIBED BY PART X, ENTITLED “MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS”, ARTICLE 2, ENTITLED “SALE OF PUBLIC PROPERTY”, OF THE CITY CHARTER; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Part X, Article 2, of the Charter of the City of Dania Beach authorizes the City Commission to exchange, sell or convey real property acquired by the City if it is determined by the City Commission to be surplus real property; and


WHEREAS, the City has determined that a parcel acquired from Broward County, (lying adjacent to Secret Woods Nature Center Park), should be determined to be surplus and offered for sale to the public; and

WHEREAS, the land has not been used by the City, and is not needed for City purposes;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:

Section 1.
That the parcel described in Exhibit “A” is determined to be surplus property.  The improvements on the property are described in Exhibit “A”.
Section 2.
That an appraisal of the real property by a qualified state certified real estate appraiser determined the value of the property to be as shown in Exhibit “A-1”.

Section 3.
That the City Administration is directed to offer the parcel for sale to the public and receive sealed bids, pursuant to the procedure specified in Part X, entitled “Miscellaneous Provisions”, Article 2, entitled “Sale of Public Property”, Section 2, entitled “Notice of Sale” in the City Charter.

Section 4.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.
Section 5.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
