WHEREAS, American women have served our country with valor, from the battlefields of the Revolutionary War to the deserts of Iraq and mountains of Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, American women have gained greater opportunities and more representation than ever before, yet they continue to face workplace discrimination, a higher risk of sexual assault and an earnings gap that will cost the average woman hundreds of thousands of dollars over the course of her working lifetime; and

WHEREAS, women in Dania Beach, such as Jeanette Frost Eby, Eunice Dockery, Jean Cook, Sarah Spates, Mildred Bryant, June Silvernale, Mildred Jones, Bobbie H. Grace, Chickie Brandimarte, Pat Flury and Anne Castro, just to name a few of the great women who helped change and balance the voting rights in this great City; and

WHEREAS, accounts of the lives of individual women are critically important because they reveal exceptionally strong role models who share a more expansive vision of what a woman can do; and 


WHEREAS, stories of women’s lives, and the choices they made, encourage girls and young women to think larger and bolder, and give boys and men a fuller understanding of the female experience.  Knowing women’s achievements challenges stereotypes and upends social assumptions about who women are and what women can accomplish; and

WHEREAS, this year’s theme, Weaving the Stories of Women’s Lives, presents the opportunity to weave women’s stories – individually and collectively – into the essential fabric of our nation’s history; and

WHEREAS, 2015 is also the 35th anniversary of the Women’s History Movement and the National Women’s History Project; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Marco A. Salvino, Sr., Mayor of the City of Dania Beach, Florida, do hereby proclaim March, 2015 as
