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WHEREAS, Lincoln Pasteur received a Bachelor of Arts Degree from Ohio State University, and a Master of Science in Education, Administration and Supervision from Bank Street College in New York City; and  

WHEREAS, Lincoln began his career at Ohio State University, where he became a scriptwriter; and in 1981, he moved to New York City and worked as a Production and Stage Manager; and 


WHEREAS, Lincoln began his teaching career at Chappie James Elementary School, P.S. 183, in Brooklyn, New York; later in 1983, he taught at Mahalia Jackson, P.S. 137, in Harlem, and soon became the AIOP Facilitator, a truancy program for New York City Public Schools; and 

WHEREAS, Lincoln also taught in the Adult GED Program in Brooklyn, and in 1992, he became the Assistant Director at Central Park East in Manhattan, New York; and 

WHEREAS, Lincoln moved to Florida in 1995 and became the Assistant Principal at Virginia Shuman Young Elementary School in Fort Lauderdale, and 

WHEREAS, Principal Lincoln Pasteur is retiring from Collins Elementary School in Dania Beach, where he has served as Principal since October 5, 1995; and 

WHEREAS, Principal Lincoln Pasteur will be remembered for a significant increase in student achievement, and for the involvement of business partners and other community stakeholders; and


WHEREAS, in the 2013-2014 school year, Collins Elementary was the only school to receive a #1 ranking in Social Economic Status (SES) Band 2 for the District and the State, for the highest number of points earned for the school grade; in the same school year, Collins Elementary was ranked 5th in the State for Mathematics and 31st for Reading;  

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach, Florida, encourages all citizens to join in recognition of Principal Lincoln Pasteur’s years of service as a community leader in Dania Beach, and in furthering the education of our elementary students.
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
