A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE PROPER CITY OFFICIALS TO MAKE APPLICATION FOR A COASTAL DUNE RESTORATION GRANT TO BROWARD COUNTY IN THE AMOUNT OF $5,000.00 TO FUND DUNE RESTORATION IN THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH AS PART OF THE OCEAN PARK PROJECT; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Dania Beach plans to make application to the Broward County Environmental Planning and Community Resilience Division for a Coastal Dune Restoration grant in the amount of $5,000.00 to assist the City with restoration and enhancement of the dunes along the City’s beach; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Dania Beach City Commission adopted the Ocean Park Project Plan in 2013 and authorized the design, funding, and construction of Phase 1 (pursuant to Resolution No. 2014-023); and
WHEREAS, the purpose of the Coastal Dune Restoration Grant Program is to promote the restoration of dunes where they are absent and to enhance and preserve the quality of the existing dunes along Broward County’s shoreline, which supports the elements of the City of Dania Beach Ocean Park Plan; and
WHEREAS, the Grant, if awarded, requires a 50% cost share from the City of Dania Beach;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:


Section 1.
That the proper City officials are authorized to make application to Broward County on behalf of the City of Dania Beach, Florida for a Coastal Dune Restoration Grant in the amount of $5,000.00.

Section 2.
That the City Commission acknowledges the provision in the grant award requiring appropriation by the City of matching funds in the amount of $2,500.00, which funds are available and have been appropriated as part of the Beach Revitalization Plan and which funds are available in the Capital Projects Fund, Ocean Park Project Phase I Accounts, Account No. 301-72-59-572-63-10.
Section 3.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict.
Section 4.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
