a resolution of the city commission of the city of dania beach, florida, providing for a finding of fact relating to an amended community redevelopment plan; adopting an amended community redevelopment plan for the community redevelopment area of the city of dania beach; providing for conflicts; FURTHER, providing for an effective date.

whereas, the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach, Florida established by adoption of Ordinance No. 2002-163 (September 24, 2002), a Community Redevelopment Plan; and,
WHEREAS, the Broward County Board of County Commissioners through Resolution No. 2004-423, approved the City of Dania Beach Community Redevelopment Plan and delegated specific powers, as enumerated in Florida Statutes Ch. 163.330 to the City of Dania Beach, Florida, to carry out redevelopment activities; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission, through Resolution No. 2009-045 amended the Community Redevelopment Plan and expanded the Community Redevelopment Area boundaries, and
WHEREAS, the Broward County Board of County Commissioners, through Resolution No. 2009-795, approved the Community Redevelopment Plan and expansion of the Community Redevelopment Area, and
WHEREAS, the Dania Beach Community Redevelopment Agency has prepared an amendment to the 2009 Community Redevelopment Plan, which responds to current market conditions, assesses Agency progress and updates Implementation strategies; and

WHEREAS, the Dania Beach Community Redevelopment Agency, on June 3, 2015, approved and transmitted the amended Community Redevelopment Plan to the City Commission, recommending to it that the City Commission approve the amended Community Redevelopment Plan; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to law, notice has been given in a newspaper of general circulation in the City notifying the public of the proposed amendment to the Community Redevelopment Plan and public hearing of the City Commission to consider the matter; and
WHEREAS, the Community Redevelopment Agency does not collect ad valorem revenues from any taxing authorities that levy ad valorem taxes on real property contained within its geographic boundaries, and therefore, does not need to provide notice via registered mail, pursuant to Florida Statute Ch. 163.346; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing before the City Commission was held pursuant to the published notice and notice described above at which hearing the parties in interest and all other citizens so desiring had an opportunity to be heard;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:
Section 1.
That the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach, Florida, finds that the Community Redevelopment Plan, as amended, provides for the following:

a. An analysis of neighborhood impacts from redevelopment and recommended strategies; 

b. Identification of publicly funding capital projects to be undertaken by the Community Redevelopment Agency;
c. Adequate safeguards to ensure that work of redevelopment will be carried out pursuant to the Plan;

d. Provision of controls related to real estate transactions and retention of restrictions or covenants as deemed appropriate by the Agency;
e. Provision of assurances for replacement housing or relocation assistance for those persons displaced from housing due to Agency activities;
f. Provision of residential uses within the Community Redevelopment Area;
g. Detailed statement of projected costs of redevelopment activities; and

h. A time certain for completion of all redevelopment projects.

Section 2.
That the City Commission of the City of Dania Beach, Florida, adopts and approves the Community Redevelopment Plan, as amended, and presented by the Community Redevelopment Agency, a copy of which is attached marked as Exhibit “A”, which is made a part of and is incorporated into this Resolution by this reference.
Section 3.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict. 

Section 4.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
