Vice-Mayor Grace presented certificates to Dominic Orlando, Director of Public Services, and Mark Felicetty, Director of Parks and Recreation, to share with every member of their respective departments.
4. Proclamations
There were no proclamations at this meeting.

5. Citizen Comments
Ruth White, 143 NW 7th Avenue, thanked BSO for the rapid response to a burglar alarm at St. Ruth Missionary Baptist Church late one night last week.  
Kenya Peterman, 732 SW 2nd Place, asked the Commission to review section 302.10, specifically page 8, of the Code.  She said she wants to open a bailbondsman business at her home, but it is not allowed, and this impacts her life.  The Code prohibits a legitimate business and she would like the ordinance repealed.
Commissioner Jones commented he hopes we can get past this, and asked Marc LaFerrier, Director of Community Development, to work with Ms. Peterman. 
Commissioner Brandimarte and Mayor Salvino agreed this and other older ordinances need to be addressed. 
Teddy Bohanan, 312 SW 15th Street, and Ann Ruhe, thanked everyone for the special attention given to the problem at the corner on SW 15th Street.   
Jerry Carter, 210 NW 12th Avenue, Executive Director of the Economic Development Corporation, thanked the City for the support they have received over the past 24 years.  He spoke of recent media attention and noted slanted information was given.
Carolyn Jones, 722 SW 3rd Street, spoke on behalf of the MLK Charitable Corporation.  She clarified that all scholarships are only distributed to Dania Beach residents, and requested a public apology from Vice-Mayor Grace for comments she made at the last meeting.
Tamara James, 255 NW Tamara James Avenue, thanked Mayor Salvino for his generosity at the last meeting.  She addressed Commissioner Jones and invited him to learn about her foundation.  She noted more Dania Beach residents attend Hollywood schools than Dania Beach schools.  
Bob Adams, 330 SE 3rd Terrace, addressed the charitable funding policy.  He suggested the Commission stay within their budget, and each Commissioner be allocated their own funds to be donated.

Seeing as there was no one to speak in favor or opposition, Mayor Salvino closed the Public Hearing.

Commissioner Duke motioned to adopt Ordinance #2015-014, on second reading; seconded by Commissioner Jones.  The motion carried unanimously.

City Attorney Ansbro read the title of Ordinance #2015-015.

Marc LaFerrier, Director of Community Development, reviewed the changes to the Comprehensive Plan and noted this is the first reading for transmittal to the Department of Economic Opportunity.  
Fred Bloetscher, PUMPS, provided a PowerPoint overview of the Comprehensive Plan amendments.  He noted due to ongoing discussions, the Solid Waste component should be removed for now.  
Commissioner Duke asked if we had enough water for the proposed 3 million square foot development.

Mr. Bloetscher responded water and wastewater should not be an issue.

Mayor Salvino opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing as there was no one to speak in favor or opposition, he closed the Public Hearing.

Commissioner Jones motioned to adopt Ordinance #2015-015, on first reading, with the removal of the Solid Waste component; seconded by Commissioner Duke.  The motion carried unanimously.

City Attorney Ansbro read the title of Resolution #2015-022 and Resolution #2015-023 because they relate to the same property, and noted that the applicant requested a continuance until the July 28, 2015 City Commission meeting.
Mayor Salvino opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing as there was no one to speak in favor or opposition, he closed the Public Hearing.

Vice-Mayor Grace motioned to continue Resolution #2015-022 and Resolution #2015-023 until the July 28, 2015 City Commission meeting at 7:00 p.m.; seconded by Commissioner Jones.  
Commissioner Duke questioned what is going on with this property.

Marc LaFerrier, Director of Community Development, responded the developer is now doing the hardest part, which is going back to the agencies to obtain approvals for the work that was done without permits or approvals.  He stated this will be the last continuance.  

The motion carried unanimously.

Withdrawn

City Attorney Ansbro read the title of Resolution #2015-067.

Mayor Salvino opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing as there was no one to speak in favor or opposition, he closed the Public Hearing.

Vice-Mayor Grace motioned to adopt Resolution #2015-067; seconded by Commissioner Jones.
Commissioner Duke questioned if we should adopt the plan.  The plan calls for an implementation of a Trust Fund, which would be a City TIF, and that the City will fund it for $1 million per year.  He noted 75-80% of our population is outside of the CRA boundaries.  The other aspect is, if we want to allocate $1 million to the CRA, we can determine that during the budget every year rather than committing to a Trust Fund.  He felt we should defer this item until the CRA Workshop in order to have a better understanding of the impacts.  If we agree to fund $1 million per year, we should also discuss the CRA reimbursing the City for the $5-6 million that we have already fronted them.  
Commissioner Brandimarte said the City budget takes priority over everything else, and suggested we wait until October.  She asked the City Manager if this was a dire necessity.
City Manager Baldwin noted the CRA Board requested the CRA Director and staff come up with a recommendation on how the CRA would be handled in the future, and subsequently, he requested we wait until the fall to convene a CRA Workshop.  We can wait until the fall for this item, as well.

Commissioner Jones gave a history of the CRA and how it evolved to where we are now.  He noted bringing developers in and development has come from the CRA, not the City, per se.  Dania Pointe would not be on the docket without the CRA.  He said he will not support taking the $1 million from the CRA and giving it back to the City.  He felt the City and the CRA need to work together; we should stay the course, approve the plan, move forward and bring in developers.  
Vice-Mayor Grace noted she will do what the City Manager wants.

Commissioner Duke felt a couple facts should be made clear, such as, all the money comes from the taxpayers of Dania Beach, no matter where it goes to.  The CRA will never be on its own because it is TIF-less and does not get the County piece.  Development does not occur because of a CRA; cities can do anything they want to do, but until the market is ready to be developed and the money is ready to be invested, they are just going to sit and wait.  Most of the development that has occurred in the City is outside the CRA.  He noted this is not an anti-CRA issue; it is a matter of whether we want to commit to scraping $1 million from the rest of the City that also has blight.  
Commissioner Brandimarte said she wants to know where we are going with the budget, and what we can afford to pay before rushing into this.
Commissioner Jones questioned if expanding the CRA is within the authority of the Commission, or if it would have to be voted on by the residents.

City Attorney Ansbro responded it would not require the vote of the electorate.  He noted it would be subject to the County approving it, and he does not think they would.

Rachel Bach, Acting CRA Executive Director, noted the financing section is for informational purposes only.  She also noted that whether or not this plan is approved tonight does not matter as it just updates the 2010 plan, which was already approved.  If the Commission would like to defer this, more detailed information on financing can be brought back.  
Mayor Salvino said developers have told him that the CRA was instrumental in making their projects go.  He noted it would be smart to get the factual information so we can understand what is going on, and a workshop would be good for him.  
Vice-Mayor Grace motioned to withdraw the resolution.
A brief discussion ensued on bringing this item back and the CRA workshop. 

City Manager Baldwin stated there is no reason not to wait until the fall, and RMA’s contract would be extended for a few more months.  

The Commission consensus was to withdraw this item.

Commissioner Brandimarte commented on three ladies who recently passed away.

Commissioner Duke

Commissioner Duke spoke of the report on Channel 10 News about Vice-Mayor Grace and the Economic Development Corporation.  He said she can defend herself and does not need his help or support, but he wanted to address the actions of some self-serving political interests in our City that put the City in a bad light.  He noted the complainant in the campaign violation complaint was Bob Adams, and he spoke about and placed into the record, several documents, which included a police report circulated by Mr. Adams, a political event invitation from Mr. Adams, and candidate campaign reports containing infractions similar to those charged in the complaint brought by Mr. Adams.  He felt Mr. Adams’ actions were selective, derisive, and self-serving and divide the community.  Lastly, he noted Mayor Salvino appointed Mr. Adams to the Dania Beach Housing Authority, and asked him to reconsider his appointment.  
Commissioner Duke expressed thanks for the positive comments he has received on the Duke Report.

Commissioner Duke left at 8:38 p.m. 

Commissioner Brandimarte called out Commissioner Duke for attacking Bob Adams from the dais.

Commissioner Jones
Commissioner Jones mentioned his recent trip to Washington, and noted the Commissioners should have received information from Josh Gabaton, our federal lobbyist.
Commissioner Jones spoke of the Dania Beach Citizen Action Network meeting held last night.

Commissioner Jones advised of the upcoming surplus auction.
Commissioner Jones commented things go bump in the night; that is, bad things happen to good people.  Two, three, or four wrongs do not make it right; wrong is wrong and right is right.  We have to get over our pettiness and move forward. 

Commissioner Brandimarte asked if we thanked Memorial for the equipment in the Linear Park.
Commissioner Jones responded it was a partnership.  They will be doing more things when the snowbirds are here.  He noted if someone from the City wants to attend one of Memorial’s meetings, they will be meeting tomorrow.

Vice-Mayor Grace
Vice-Mayor Grace thanked Jerry Carter for attending tonight’s meeting, and said sometimes people do not know the story behind the story.  The Dania Economic Development Corporation received a letter early this year from Lori Parrish stating they were 100% tax exempt, after being told last year that they were not.  The day after the story aired, Lori Parrish sent an assistant to help straighten things out.  On Friday, a new letter was received saying tax exempt status has been denied.  She noted they are getting the support they need, people are coming to them for assistance, and she is proud of the Economic Development Corporation.  

Vice-Mayor Grace spoke of and thanked the Lions Club for the Health Fair, the Chamber for the charitable fishing tournament, Ivie Cure regarding the MLK celebration and 50 children who will be going to camp next week.
Vice-Mayor Grace noted she is opting out of her family reunion to attend Tamara James Day in Hollywood.

Mayor Salvino said he had hoped that this Commission was over with the negative comments made to each other at the meetings.  Hopefully, the Commission will avoid these types of comments and keep to the business of the City.
Mayor Salvino noted the Parks and Recreation and Public Services Departments have redeveloped Frost Park and it looks nice; the City should be proud of the way it looks.

13.1.1
BSO Law Enforcement and Fire Rescue Agreements

City Manager Baldwin noted the following for the BSO Law Enforcement agreement:

· Renewal of the current agreement
· Return of the 5% annual cost increase cap excluding health insurance premiums (9% cap), workers comp premium, pension contributions, and increase in cost of radios cost and assigned vehicles for 2 years

· Wording giving the Sheriff greater flexibility in making staffing changes

· Cost for the upcoming year is $11,515,379, which is an increase of $499,648, or 4.54%
· Term is for an additional 5 years

· Sheriff has offered to place a Marine Unit at Dania Beach provided the City will provide 1-2 slips at the Marina.  This will be a separate Letter of Understanding.

City Manager Baldwin noted the following for BSO Fire Rescue Services:

· Renewal of the current agreement

· Addition of a 5% annual cap excluding health insurance premium (9% cap), workers comp premium , pension, OPEB and VEBA contributions, and increased cost of radios and assigned vehicles for 2 years

· Estimated cost is $9,519,659, which is an increase of $438,572, or 4.83%, excluding vehicle purchases which are still under negotiation

· Term is for 3 years

He reminded the Commission that both of these items are preliminary updates.
City Manager Baldwin advised the City surplus auction is expected to be online from July 1-15, and it will be advertised in the Dania Beach Press, and throughout City facilities, to ensure that the City’s residents are properly informed.  

City Manager Baldwin gave an update of the Bryan Road improvements, noting on June 2nd, our contractor was issued a stop work order by the County because we did not have a permit to install sidewalks.  Our contractor is in the process of getting permits and doing an MOT, which will take 2-3 weeks.  He also noted Lynn Shatus, with FPL, is doing everything she can to expedite the lighting on Bryan Road, which is currently in design and will then move to the construction process.
