NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:
Section 1.
That after consideration of the residential solid waste proposals received by the City of Dania Beach, the City Commission determines that the top ranked firm is ________________________ and the type of service is ___________________________
Section 2.
That the proper City officials are authorized and directed to negotiate and execute an agreement for a period of seven (7) years with the top ranked provider.
