Approval of Resolution to Allow Purchase of a Sewer Camera System

Introduction and Background

The City‘s sanitary sewer system is comprised of over 38 miles of gravity sewer pipes (ranging from 8-inch to 24-inch in diameter) and over 845 sewer manholes and 18 lift stations.
Public Services Department is tasked with the overall evaluation, maintenance and repair of the gravity pipelines and the sewer manholes. Unlike its other neighboring cities, Dania Beach does not own any sanitary sewer inspection system thus hampering our maintenance capability and operational efficiency.
The requested equipment was competitively solicited by the National Joint Powers Alliance (NJPA), Request for Proposal (RFP) number 022014, and subsequently awarded to Envirosight for sewer vacuum, hydro-excavation, and/or street sweeper equipment with related accessories and supplies.
Environmental Products of Florida is the exclusive authorized dealer of the requested equipment for Envirosight in the state of Florida. Public Services requires the purchase of a Envirosight RovverX pipeline inspection system to keep track with the continuous inspections of the city wide underground sanitary sewer system.
The City of Dania Beach is a participating member of the National Joint Powers Alliance (NJPA), a national Cooperative Purchasing not for profit whose members are governmental entities.
This resolution will allow purchase of one sewer camera from Environmental Products of Florida which is the sole source provider of Envirosight products, services and parts  under the NJPA Purchase Contract #022014-EVS in the amount of ninety nine thousand nine hundred fifty eight and thirty seven cents  ($99,958.37). 
The funding for this purchase shall be provided from the Sewer Fund Contingency Account # 402-35-02-535-99-10 transferred to the Sewer Fund M & E Account 402-35-02-535-64-30.
Staff recommends approval.
Recommendation
Staff recommends that the City Commission approves the resolution to purchase a sewer camera system from Environmental Products of Florida under the terms and conditions therein and authorize the City Manager to execute same.
