RESOLUTION NO. 2015-120
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE PROPER CITY OFFICIALS TO EXECUTE A TEMPORARY USE AGREEMENT AND ANY ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTS PERTAINING TO AGREEMENT AND TO TAKE ALL ACTIONS NECESSARY TO IMPLEMENT THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE AGREEMENT, A COPY OF WHICH IS ATTACHED, AND MADE A PART OF AND INCOROPRATED INTO THIS RESOLUTION BY THIS REFERENCE, WITH DANIA ENTERTAINMENT CENTER, LLC (DEC) FOR TEMPORARY PARKING SERVING FROST PARK; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; FURTHER, PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Dania Beach, Florida (the “City”) and Dania Entertainment Center, LLC (“DEC”) entered into a Second Amended and Restated Development Agreement dated November 6, 2014 and approved by Resolution No. 2014-072 (the “Development Agreement”); and  
WHEREAS, the Development Agreement provides for the reconstruction and reconfiguration of the parking located within the right-of-way of Fronton Boulevard serving Frost Park as part of certain improvements to Fronton Boulevard; and

WHEREAS, the Development Agreement further provides that DEC and the City shall enter into a Temporary Use Agreement to provide for temporary parking during the reconstruction and reconfiguration of the parking located within the right-of-way of Fronton Boulevard serving Frost Park;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DANIA BEACH, FLORIDA:
Section 1.
That the foregoing “Whereas” clauses are ratified and confirmed to be true and correct, and they are made a part of and are incorporated into this Resolution by reference.
Section 2.
That the City Commission approves the execution of the Temporary Use Agreement, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit “A”, and made a part of and incorporated into this Resolution by this reference, for temporary parking during the reconstruction and reconfiguration of the parking located within the right-of-way of Fronton Boulevard serving Frost Park.
Section 3.
That the appropriate City officials including the Mayor, City Manager and City Attorney are authorized to execute the Temporary Use Agreement and any additional documents pertaining to Temporary Use Agreement and to take all action necessary to implement the terms and conditions of the Temporary Use Agreement.
Section 4.
That all resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict with this Resolution are repealed to the extent of such conflict. 
Section 5.
That this Resolution shall be in force and take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
