WHEREAS, Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., devoted his life to the advancement of civil rights and public service; and

WHEREAS, at the age of thirty-five, Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., was the youngest man to have received the Nobel Peace Prize; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of Dania Beach honor Dr. King’s legacy each year with a day of remembrance in January intended as a time for all Americans to reaffirm their commitment to the basic principles that underlie our Constitution – equality and justice for all; and

WHEREAS, both state and national observances of this day will focus on the importance of individual volunteerism and a commitment to community service as a way to break down social and economic barriers and to bring people together to focus on their common concerns and interests; and

WHEREAS, the ideals of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., and of Dania Beach’s commitment to human rights are worthy of reflection and serve as a reminder that improving the quality of life for all members of society is a responsibility of every member of our society; and


WHEREAS, we can bring life to the inspiring vision of freedom of which Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. dreamed, with our community’s joint renewal of our love for life, God, and Country.
